Step 1: Apply a thin line of #99 XP Magic Cut™ to the paint surface. Spread compound onto panel with the pad before starting the machine. Use a white wool or medium to heavy cut foam pad.  

Step 2: Begin compounding at 1400-1750 rpm. Buff until surface imperfections have been removed. Keep the pad “wet” by spraying a mist of #49-Body Shine® onto the buffed area. Add more XP Magic Cut™ if necessary to completely remove the marks.
